The Faulkner County Solid Waste Management District (FCSWMD) was formed in 2007 as a single-county Solid Waste Management District.   

The FCSWMD is governed by a Board consisting of the County Judge and Mayors of cities and towns throughout Faulkner County.  

The FCSWMD employs a District Director, Office Manager/Treasurer, Code Enforcement Officer, Recycling Coordinator and (5) part-time Recycling Collectors.

                                   Monthly Recycling Totals

In June 2008 the FCSWMD began the process of developing a Monthly Recycling Program for schools, residents and businesses located throughout Faulkner County; with a focus on providing convenient recycling services to those in areas not currently serviced by Conway or Mayflower Curbside Recycling Routes.  

In 2010 the FCSWMD focused on expanding their recycling collection program through offering weekly curbside co-mingled recycling collection for interested residents of Faulkner County.  During 2010 the total amount of recycling collected by the FCSWMD through these various programs was: 1,121,373.00 pounds, or 560.69 Tons. 
This is a 367,945 lb increase from 2009’s collection total of 753,428.00 pounds.

Annual Comparison of Recycling Totals 

In cooperation with the City of Conway Sanitation Department, the FCSWMD has dramatically increased the opportunities to recycle in Faulkner County.  
The amount of recycling collected from Faulkner County residents, businesses and school campuses by the FCSWMD and taken to the Material Recovery Facility located on the grounds of the City of Conway Sanitation Department has increased from 2008 to 2010. 

In 2008, 81.650 tons of recyclables were collected by the FCSWMD from Faulkner County residents, businesses and schools.

During 2009, 376.714 tons of recyclables were collected by the FCSWMD from Faulkner County residents, businesses and schools.  

In 2010, 560.69 tons of recyclables were collected by the FCSWMD from Faulkner County residents, businesses and schools.  

The amount of recyclables collected from 2009 to 2010 increased by 183.98 tons.

Additionally, the FCSWMD offers businesses recycling carts which are regularly serviced by the District as well, on a weekly basis.  The total pounds of recycling collected from FCSWMD Business carts weekly collection routes in 2010 amounted to 45,830 lbs, or 22.92 tons.
Residential Curbside Recycling
In February, 2010, the FCSWMD began offering weekly curbside residential recycling collections to interested residents of Faulkner County.   To be eligible for this new service, the FCSWMD asks residents who live in the same neighborhood/subdivision (or in close proximity to) at least 20 other participating households.  This requirement is due to the fact our service operates by the work of a single pickup truck owned by the District, and it would be unproductive for the truck to travel several miles into rural parts of the county to collect a single household’s recycling.  

In the past 10 ½ months, with our one truck the FCSWMD has collected over 400 household’s recycling – weekly.  Our weekly residential curbside recycling routes have netted nearly 72 tons of recyclables since mid-February of this year.

E-Waste Collection
The FCSWMD hosted a special “E-Cycle” Drive during 2010 for businesses and residents of Faulkner County.  This Electronic Waste Recycling Collection Event allowed businesses and residents of our county to recycle their outdated electronic materials for free.  

In addition to the free E-Cycle Drive for businesses and residents of Faulkner County, the FCSWMD partners with the City of Conway Sanitation Department to offer year-round collection of E-Waste at Conway’s Recycling Facility.  Businesses and residents are allowed the option of bringing E-Waste to the facility Monday through Saturday from 7:30 a.m. until 3:30 p.m. for a nominal processing and recycling fee.  
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The May 21st and 22nd, 2010 E-Cycle Drive collected over 126,000 pounds of E-Scrap from residents and businesses of Faulkner County. 

Rural County Cleanup Program 

In 2010 the FCSWMD hosted (4) Rural County Cleanup Programs for two communities in Faulkner County per their respective member’s petition to the FCSWMD Board.   
The Treasure Hills Community and the Town of Mayflower were each provided (2) cleanups during 2010.

The tonnage of material collected during the 2010 combined events amounted to:   
12.47 tons were collected during the (2) Treasure Hills Cleanups held on 7/02/10 and 11/15/10. 
5.72 tons and (53) units of E-waste were collected during the (2) Mayflower Cleanups conducted on 4/26/10 and 4/30/10.  
Dumpsters were set at these locations for residents to utilize in cleaning up their property.  Participation in the program was free for community residents, provided by the FCSWMD.
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Illegal Dumpsite Cleanup

In 2010 the FCSWMD investigated (9) Illegal Dumpsites located in our county and brought to our attention by residents, neighbors, and/or representatives from ADEQ.  The Following is a list of the sites as well as a brief description of what action was taken regarding these sites.
ELMER SWAFFER-  Illegal Compost; Elmer Swaffer was cited for operating an unpermitted solid waste facility.  He plead not guilty.  This case went to trial and Mr. Swaffer was found guilty by the Judge.

TBF SANITATION- Illegal Tire Dump; TBF was cited for operating an unpermitted solid waste facility.  The owners plead guilty and cleaned up the dump site.

ED HAWKINS- Illegal Solid Waste Dump; Mr. Hawkins was contacted and cleaned the dump site up in the time prescribed.

HUTCH AUCTIONS- Illegal Solid Waste Dump; Mr. Hutchcraft was contacted and cleaned up the dump site in the time prescribed.

CONCORD RD.- Illegal Solid Waste Dump; Property owners were contacted and the site was cleaned up within the time prescribed.

JEFF WOODS- Illegal Solid Waste Site; Still under investigation.

TONY KIRKPATRICK- Illegal Tire Dump; Still under investigation.

JEMERY PASSMORE- Illegal Solid Waste Dump; Still under investigation.

MISTY COLLINS- Illegal Solid Waste Dump; Still under investigation.

During 2010, The FCSWMD Recycling Education Program has hosted a total of 67 education events for 5,531 individuals.  A total of 158 hours were spent during the year hosting recycling education programs for residents of Faulkner County, hundreds more hours were spent in preparation of hosting these events.
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2010 recycling education events included: campus assemblies utilizing our recycling education robot; tours of the City of Conway Recycling Center, Compost and Landfill; Classroom presentations and activities in our “Recycle City” classroom located adjacent to the Sanitation Office; Classroom activities and presentations at area public and private school campuses;  Lunch periods spent at area schools to assist student and faculty with recycling their lunchroom waste;  Recycling Booths setup and hosted at various community events; and the hosting of “Environmental Field Days” for Conway High School East campus.

Other Grant Awards
In 2010, the FCSWMD was awarded a sizable grant allocation by ADEQ to assist in the management of electronic waste recycling programs.  This grant, awarded in the last quarter of 2010, will provide funding up to the awarded amount on a quarterly reimbursement schedule to FCSWMD during the year 2011. The Reimbursements will be given for a comprehensive list of expenses associated with collection and transporting E-waste from our county.  Expenses covered include (but are not limited to):  Gaylord Boxes and Shrink Wrap for packaging as well as hiring a contract hauling company to transport the E-waste to the recycling facility.

In addition to the grant which assisted in Electronic Waste recycling; in 2010 the FCSWMD was also awarded a grant from the Arkansas Recycling Coalition (ARC) and ADEQ of (50) plastic residential recycling bins for use in our new county curbside collection routes, as well as awarded (20) additional plastic recycling bins earmarked for use at Wooster Elementary for various campus events (pictured below).
